AIMING AT QUALITY IN EGG PRODUCTION.

Respecting the size of eggs, it should
be the aim of the poultry-farmer to
supply the markets with only those of
the highest possible grade. If more attention were paid
to the selection of suitable laying hens, the work of egg-
grading would be reduced to s minimum. With the use
of the trap-nest the task of producing the greater majority
of high-grade eggs coulld easily be accomplished. Eggs
of size and uniformity will alone command a price calcu-
lated to make egg production profitable.
